Natural Features:
Surrounded by a mix of oak and pine trees, a short walk from the shore of the 180-acre reservoir, which is used for irrigation purposes. The
reservoir is a popular spot for fishing, canoeing and boating. Anglers can expect a catch of bass and bluegill, and the lake is regularly stocked with
rainbow trout. At an elevation of about 4,600 feet, the area provides scenic views of the adjacent surrounding forest. A variety of wildlife make its
home in the area and eagles are commonly spotted nesting. Several nearby gateways connect the area to a network of off-road vehicle trails. A
boat ramp, picnic area and hiking trails are available at the adjacent day use area at the Rock Creek Reservoir Campground. Outdoor recreation
includes the opportunity for boating, canoeing, fishing, hiking, swimming and wild life viewing.
